The children in our class are well on their way to normalization. This means they are selecting 
work, completing a work cycle and returning work neatly to the shelf.  We are seeing  
concentration developing and lengthening in time.  We also see friends being made, and  
children who are very aware of respecting others and their environment.  How fun it is to see 
the children grow and enjoy their work! 
 

During the month of October  for our science unit, we will concentrate on categorizing plants 
and animals then we will move on to look specifically at one category of animals--the  
mammal.  We will also be exploring different types of leaves.  We will be talking about pumpkins 
and have many activities to help the children see how they grow and what they can be used for. 
 

In geography we are continuing to learn different land and water forms and by the end of this 
month will have discussed the lake, island, straight, isthmus, bay, cape, peninsula, gulf,  
archipelago and system of lakes.   
 

We will be talking about different vegetables. The children will have the opportunity to prepare 
bites of celery with cream cheese to serve to their friends in class.  Food preparation seems to 
be one of our most popular practical life activities.   
 

As we watch the leaves changing and falling we have fun with this little poem.

The elementary class is settling in nicely.  The children are growing confident in making 
independent work choices and using a work-plan.  Students have been listening to Maria 
Montessori's Great Lessons in the afternoons.  Some of these lesson are "The Coming of

(In a day or two ask your child about the 
pudding Earth.)  We support these great lessons with work the children have on their 
work-plan.  You may have seen or see some of these works coming home.  The clock of 
eras, planet information cards and parts of the inner Earth are some of these works. 
 

The children have shown a great deal of interest in our outdoor environment and Ms.  
Bailey has been supporting that interest by helping with feather and fungi  
identification.  In addition to fungi we are also studying trees in Botany.  Your child may 
be matching wood types, learning the parts of the inner tree, looking at different types of 
bark, learning. about different leaf types or studying the life cycle of the apple tree over 
the next few weeks.  
 

Zoology work starts with a lesson on all the kingdoms of life on Earth and then level 1 and 
2 students work throughout the year on vertebrates and the level 3 children work on  
invertebrates.  We have finished that lesson and the level 1 and 2 students are studying 
characteristics and parts of fish and level 3 student are beginning there study of  
invertebrates. 
 

Our continent of study for the next two months is North America.  We will do a variety of 
different work like animals, the countries, capitals and landforms of  North America.  We 
will also be doing some reading some stories from Native American groups. 
 

Conferences will be coming up at the end of the month, a sign up sheet will be posted 
outside the classroom.  If you have any questions prior please don't hesitate to stop and 
ask.
